- Safety helmets and 

- Safety globes.

Provider 1: is a small local company. The materials used

are eco friendly and ethically produced. They quoted

£55,000 for the order.

Provider 2: is a large foreign company. The majority of

the workforce is under age. They claim to use eco

friendly products. They quoted £30,000 for the order to

be delivered to the UK within 3 working days.
